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Architects, engineers, designers, contractors and students

food as their primary building block. 
Tape and cardboard serve as nails and 
cement. The colors and designs on 
food product labels form the artists' 
pallet. "Bricks" come in a variety of 
sizes from the 
smallest tuna can to 

the industrial-size tomato can. Competition 
rules dictate that structures can be only 10' x 
10' x 8' h and must be self-supporting.  
 
This deliciously inventive competition broke 
ground in 1992, the brainchild of the Society 
for Design Administration in association with chapters of the 
American Institute of Architects and allied professional 
organizations in the design and construction industry. A truly 
grass roots, all volunteer organization, the Canstruction 
competition currently takes place in over 100 cities across 
North America and has spread beyond our borders. It’s the 
most exciting food drive ever implemented.
